	Bernard Cazenove reported on behalf of the Trust: Good news; almost all income had been spent, of those who applied for an education grant, none was turned down and £700 was given to Cliddesden School.  Mr Cazenove confirmed the condition of the trust; applications, which must be educational, are welcomed in writing, by phone or email, via any trustee; nothing too large or too small for consideration and full confidentiality is assured.  The trustees are Bernard Cazenove, Clive Parnell-Hopkinson and Peter Mitchell.

	Any other Village Matters. 

	
	Affordable Housing:  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council had been working with John Lancaster, the new Rural Housing Enabler, to identify a possible site for another development following the two surveys that identified a need.  He confirmed that the contract for developing Rural Affordable Housing in Hampshire had been awarded to Hyde Housing Association and that whilst it may be feasible to work with another Housing Association, at present as regards funds from the Government via the Housing Corporation, Hyde are a preferred conduit.  The role of the Rural Housing Enabler was clarified as being to advise and facilitate the process.  There were discussions about partiality of John Lancaster’s salary is partially funded by Hyde.  The selection criteria for those who will be selected to live in any affordable housing developed was confirmed to be restricted to those with a genuine connection with the village, as it will be a rural exception site.  The Chairman confirmed that this would be a slow process and there would be full consultation throughout.
