[image: image2]BDB/73851 Proposal: Continued use as agricultural land with new solar farm of up to 5MW generating capacity, comprising installation of solar photovoltaic panels and associated infrastructure and landscape planting on land north of Bushywarren Lane.

BDBC has sent out letters to consult 35 neighbours and 24 other consultees but even though you have not received a letter, you may wish to comment on the application. The full application including plans, maps and supporting documents may be viewed at BDBC Offices, online @ www.basingstoke.gov.uk or Jacqui Matthews, Parish Clerk has a full copy which may be viewed by appointment. 

You may be in favour of solar/renewable power projects and want to support this application or you may have concerns for your local surroundings on the grounds of the size of the project and what may happen in 25 years time, and wish to object or purely register a comment. Whichever, you can do so on-line or by post to BDBC, Planning Development Department.  The deadline for this is Tuesday 08 March 2011.

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Ellisfield Parish Council response to BDBC survey on  “New Homes for your area – The Big Question”
You will remember in our last newsletter we explained that Ellisfield Parish Council wished to submit a Village Pack response to The Big Question that included all the individual returns plus a combined response that reflected the feelings of all and enabled everyone in Ellisfield to know how Ellisfield as a whole feels.[image: image7.png]


 Below you will find a summary of this response. A full copy of the response (7 pages) can be viewed on the village website www.ellisfield.gov.uk or a paper copy may be obtained from Jacqui Matthews, Parish Clerk. 

Overall, 44 responses were received by the deadline, representing 37% of the Parish households.  2 further responses were received by EPC after the due date and passed on to BDBC.  

Question One:  “Do you think that new homes are required in your local area?” 
Very briefly, 17 responses (37%) gave an unqualified YES to further housing, 18 responses (39%) gave a definite NO to any further housing, and 11 responses gave a qualified YES response (24%) with comments as to why there would be difficulties in building new houses highlighting the problem of the existing Ellisfield infrastructure, particularly the narrow roads, no mains sewage or gas and the fact that most of the village is on  sloping ground.  

Areas of greatest interest in respect of other questions can be summarised as follows:
