Ingredients:
175 g (6oz) Soft margarine



90g (3oz) Glacé Cherries

175 g (6oz) Light Muscovado Sugar


30g (1oz) Candied Peel

3 eggs







Grated Zest of 1 large Lemon

175 g (6oz) Self-raising flour



90g (3oz) Currants

175 g (6oz) Sultanas




1 teaspoon ground mixed spice

Filling and Decoration: 
500g (1lb) almond paste, 2 teaspoon apricot jam, 1 egg white
18cm (7 in) round loose-bottomed cake tin
1) Roll out one-third of almond paste into a round, using base of cake tin as a guide.

2) Grease and line the cake tin

3) Combine all the cake ingredients in a bowl. Beat well until thoroughly blended. Spoon half of the cake mixture into the prepared tin and smooth the surface. Top with the round of almond paste.

4) Spoon the remaining cake mixture on top and level the surface. 

5) Bake in a pre-heated oven at 150°C (300°F, gas 2) for 2¼hours or until golden brown and firm to touch. Cover cake with grease-proof paper if browning too quickly. 

6) When ready, remove from oven. Leave to cool for ten minutes, and then remove from tin and leave to cool completely.

7) Warm the jam and use to brush the top of the cake.

8) To decorate the cake; roll out half the remaining almond paste and use the tin to cut an 18cm (7in) round. Put on top of the cake and crimp the edges. Roll the remaining almond paste into eleven even-sized balls. Place balls around the cake, using egg white to attach them.

9) Brush the top of the balls and the almond paste with egg white. Place under a hot grill for 1-2 minutes until the balls are golden-brown.
Class 30 - MEN ONLY - Everyday Gingerbread
Ingredients:

450 gms (1lb) plain flour





5 ml (1level tsp) salt
15 ml (1 level tbsp) ground ginger



15 ml (1 level tbsp) baking powder

5 ml (1 level tsp) bicarbonate of soda


225 gms (8 oz) demerara sugar

175 gms (6 oz) butter or margarine



175 gms (6 oz) treacle

175 gms (6 oz) golden syrup




250 mls (half pint) milk

1 egg, beaten
Grease and line a 23 cm (9ins) square cake tin.  Sift the flour, salt, ginger, baking powder and bicarbonate of soda.  Warm the sugar, fat, treacle and syrup until melted, but do not allow to boil.  Mix in the milk and the egg.  Make a well in the centre of the dry ingredients, pour in the liquid and mix very thoroughly.  Pour the mixture into the tin and bake in the oven at 170oC (325oF) mark 3 for about 1.5 hours, or until firm to the touch.  Turn out to cool on a wire rack.
